It takes the following to obtain your PSP certificate:

Sixty (60) hours of in  -service workshops with thirty (30) hours
being sponsored and the remaining thirty (30) hours being either
sponsored or non -sponsored along with ten (10) points of
association responsibility.

Every certificate requires association responsibility with at least
two (2) points being earned from committee service or serving as
an officer in any EOP unit. Membership in local, state, and national
will earn you one (1) point per year. Being an officer or committee
chairman will earn you two (2) points.

Always remember you must be a member of NCAEOP to obtain
your certificate. The deadline for submitting a completed PSP
application to the PSP Registrar for the March 2012 conference is
December 1, 2011.
