*NEW IRS REGULATIONS**

New regulations have been enacted by the
Internal Revenue Service, which will now
REQUIRE you to submit earnings information to
the IRS annually.

If your total gross receipts are normally less than

$25,000, you must file a form epostcard 990

This filling is required no later than the 15th day
of the fifth month after the end of your fiscal

year. Your fiscal year ends on April 30th, so the
form is due on _ or before September 15th, each
year. You may access the form on line at:
https://epostcard.form9900rg When you reach
the web site, it will ask for a login and/or
password. You will probably have to click on the
bottom that says request login ID. | am told that
it is a fairly easy form to complete, you will just
be verifying that your (district or local) income is
LESS THAN $25,000. However, should your
income be OVER $25,000, you must file a form
990. But that probably won't apply to any district
or local. The main thing is to comply with this
new IRS regulation and file the form epostcard
990.
